Selection Criteria: We would like to have a varied program for conference attendees. We especially want teacher-friendly sessions that offer ideas that you’ve used with students. Think about units/lessons you have taught as well as activities, resources, or best practices for gifted learners. In addition, we would like to offer sessions that would appeal to parents of gifted children. These sessions might address topics such as advocacy, social-emotional issues of the gifted, and programs and services for gifted learners.
Proposal Instructions: Proposals must include all of the following information to be considered for review. Use these numbered headings to expedite the reviews:
1. Contact Information: Please include presenter(s) name(s), school or organization, position, mailing address, e-mail address(es), and phone number(s). If there is more than one presenter, indicate the lead presenter for confirmation e-mail of acceptance of proposal.
2. Title of Presentation (10 words or less)
3. Abstract: 30 words or less (to be used in the program). Keep it short!! 

4. Description of the Proposal: Please provide a detailed description of the presentation explaining what the attendees will learn by coming to your session. 
5. Type of Session Requested: There are two presentation formats available. Select the session type that best suits your proposal. Please note the time allowed for the format you choose. There will be limited number of mini-workshop sessions available, so please indicate if you would be willing to present as a concurrent session if your mini-workshop session is not accepted.
  One-Hour Concurrent Sessions: These sessions are intended for presentations that inform participants about a topic relevant to the field. 
  Two-Hour Mini-Workshops: These sessions are intended to provide instruction with a high degree of participant involvement. Mini-workshops take an in-depth look at promising research-based practices or current issues. Participants will learn strategies and specific techniques to enhance their knowledge and repertoire of skills in a particular area. 

6. Identify a grade focus and audience for the presentation: 
Grades: Elementary, Middle School, High School, All Grades

Audience: Gifted specialists; Classroom teachers; Administrators; Parents; All attendees
7.
